BOARD OF FRANKLIN COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

Meeting location: Franklin County Annex Building Commission Chambers
Chair Howard called the meeting to order at 8:30a.m.

Roll call: Chair Richard “Rick” Howard present, Vice Chair Randall Renoud absent, Commissioner Colton M.
Waymire present, Commissioner Steven W. Harris present, Commissioner Roy C. Dunn present.

Chair Howard asked all in attendance to stand and join him for the Pledge of Allegiance.
Invocation was led by Aaron Harshaw, Grace Gospel Church, Ottawa.
No Public Comment.

Commissioner Waymire moved and Commissioner Dunn seconded to approve the consent agenda as follows:
minutes from the meeting on February 3, 2016 and the study session on February 8, 2016 and tax change orders in
the amount of $9,363.88. All voted “yes”.

Jon Hiatt, Solid Waste Director, discussed holding Spring Clean-up (free dump days) at the transfer station. He is
proposing cities west of Hwy 59 can dump for free at the landfill April 7-April 9, 2016 and roll-offs to be placed in
those cities beginning on April 11, 2016. Cities east of Hwy 59 can dump for free at the landfill April 14-April 16, 2016
and roll-offs to be placed in those cities on April 18, 2016. This service will be offered to Franklin County residents
and would exclude contractors. Tires and appliances with freon will be an additional cost.

Commissioner Waymire moved and Commissioner Harris seconded to approve the Spring Clean-up schedule as
discussed by the Solid Waste Director. All voted “yes”.

Midge Ransom, Health Department Director, discussed the year-end report for the Health Department. The report
indicated that WIC Clients were down slightly from 679 in the 3™ quarter to 597 in the 4t quarter. 97% of the
customers seen by the Health Department were insured. The 3 and 4% quarter revenue was $441,659.10 and write-
offs were $64,891.71.

Commissioner Harris moved and Commissioner Dunn seconded to approve the 3 and 4t quarter report from the
Health Department including revenue was $441,659.10 and write-offs were $64,891.71. All voted “yes”.

Nick Robbins, EMS Chief, discussed the December report for the EMS Department. He asked if the Commissioners
had any questions after he presented this at the Monday Study Session. No additional questions were asked.

Commissioner Harris moved and Commissioner Dunn seconded to approve the December EMS Report including
$83,436.04 in monthly income, $44,418.30 in write-offs, $16,769.42 in set-offs and $12,585.19 sent to Midwest
Collections. All voted “yes”.

Nick Robbins, EMS Chief, discussed the bids to purchase a Sprinter style ambulance for the EMS Department. The
total cost for the recommended Sprinter ambulance is $119,514.

Commissioner Dunn moved and Commissioner Harris seconded to purchase a Sprinter style ambulance from
Professional Ambulance and equip it with a cot and decals for a total cost of $119,514. All voted “yes”.

Jim Haag, Public Works Director, discussed soliciting for bids for the 2016 Chip Seal project. The bid opening will be
planned for February 25,

Commissioner Harris moved and Commissioner Waymire seconded to approve the solicitation of bids for the 2016
Chip Seal Project. All voted “yes”.

Commissioner Dunn moved and Commissioner Harris seconded to enter into Executive Session for a matter of
Attorney/Client Privilege for 45 minutes starting at 9:35 after a 3 minute recess. All voted “yes”.

The Commission reconvened at 10:21a.m. No action taken.



Commissioner Harris moved and Commissioner Waymire seconded to enter into Executive Session for a matter of
Attorney/Client Privilege for 15 minutes at 10:22a.m. All voted “yes”.

The Commission reconvened at 10:37a.m. No action taken.
