BOARD OF FRANKLIN COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

Meeting Location: Franklin County Annex Building Commission Chambers

Chair Howard called the meeting to order at 8:30a.m.

Roll call: Chair Howard present, Vice Chair Randall Renoud present, Commissioner Colton M. Waymire present, 

Commissioner Steven W. Harris absent, Commissioner Roy C. Dunn present.

Chair Howard asked all in attendance to stand and join him in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Invocation was led by Rev. Lori Stevens, Richter United Methodist Church.

Public Comment:
Gene Hirt, 107 Jefferson St, Pomona- Again Commissioner Harris is not here again. Mr. Hirt attended the meeting on 

June 24th in the 4th Commission District calling unanimously for the resignation of Commissioner Harris.

Freone Hollinger, 3090 Neosho Rd, Ottawa- Attended the meeting at Harrison Township Hall on June 24th. She said 

she would like the Commissioners to do everything within the confines of the law to help the citizens in the 4th District 

to remove Commissioner Harris and get someone in the seat to represent the citizens.

Commissioner Waymire moved and Commissioner Renoud seconded to approve the consent agenda as follows: 

minutes from the meetings on June 15th and June 27th, claim vouchers in the amount of $396,537.18, payroll in the 

amount of $1,094,507.05, Off-system Bridge Program application for bridge #17.6-20.0, change order #1 to the 

Jackson Rd Bridge Project in the amount of $78,204.68, KDHE Maternal and Child Health/Family Planning Grant 

contracts, Kansas Health Foundation Assessment and Capacity Building Grant application for the Food Policy 

Council, and the application for the Emergency Management Performance Grant Program. All voted “yes”.

Matt Heyn, CEO of Ransom Memorial Hospital, discussed the need to reappoint Keith Gaedert to the RMH Board of 

Trustees. Gaedert has expressed interest in being reappointed to the board.

Commissioner Renoud moved and Commissioner Waymire seconded to appoint Keith Gaedert to the RMH Board of 

Trustees for a 3 year term. All voted “yes”.

The Commission received a presentation from the City of Ottawa Play Task Force. Mayor Sara Caylor and Fonda 

Rose presented with the help of Jackson Allen, Caroline Webber and Tucker Mace. The group discussed the planned

construction of a teen park at the intersection of the Prairie Spirit Rail Trail and 15th Street. The city is seeking 

participation in funding the park. They asked the Commission to consider pledging money to the park.

Jim Ogle, Freedom’s Frontier National Heritage Area Executive Director, discussed a non-competitive Heritage Grant 

program. The program would give the Historical Society an additional 10% of local money. Deb Barker, Franklin 

County Historical Society Director, would like to participate in the program. She said funds allocated to the historical 

society would be paid to Freedom’s Frontier and then returned to the Franklin County Historical Society with the 

additional 10%. She requested the County allow the historical society to participate.

Staff reports were given by Jon Holmes, County Administrator; Allie Dickinson, Community Corrections Director; and 

Alan Radcliffe, Emergency Management Director.

Commissioner Renoud moved and Commissioner Waymire seconded to adjourn the meeting at 9:48a.m. All voted 

“yes”.
